Clear Brook Farm Winter CSA Information

2011 will be our fourth season offering shares in the Clear Brook Farm Winter Community Sponsored
Agriculture (CSA) program. New this year, we are offering a limited number of Small shares geared
towards households of one or two. The Full share is families or folks who eat a large quantity of
vegetables. Also new, farm pick-ups will have more choice in what items they take home. For those who
pick-up in Manchester and Cambridge, we have to pre-box; thus you will receive preselected items.

There will be twelve pick-up weeks. Pick-ups begin the week of Oct. 10 (first Thursday pick-up is on
Oct. 13) through December. No pick-ups Thanksgiving or Christmas weeks. There will be two pick-ups in
January (dates to be determined).

Our Thursday pick-ups are at Clear Brook Farm and Battenkill Books in Cambridge, NY. Our Saturday
pick-ups are at Clear Brook Farm and Al Ducci's in Manchester, VT.

If you will miss a pickup, Please find a friend to pick up for you, or if that is not possible, let us know, and
we will box a share up for you to pick up later in the week.

We send out weekly emails with the weeks veggie list, plus recipes and general info so you stay
connected to what is going on around the farm.

Vegetables we are growing for the winter: broccoli, cauliflower, fennel, brussel sprouts, collards, kale, bok
choi, napa cabbage, green and red cabbage, potatoes, sweet potatoes, celeriac, garlic, leeks, shallots,
onions, spinach, arugula, lettuce, swiss chard, beets, carrots, parsnips, rutabagas, storage radishes, daikon,

colored peppers (weather permitting), winter squash, cilantro, dry beans, kohlrabi, parsley... and more!

** CBF Full Share Example: Potatoes, swiss chard, carrots, kale, beets, lettuce, brussel sprouts,
braising mix, shallots, and butternut squash.

** CBF Small Share Example: Potatoes, swiss chard, spinach, beets, butternut squash, shallots.

** Bread and Egg Option Example: CBF Share and a loaf of various breads (weekly) from around the
area and a dozen eggs every other week.

** Localvore Option Example: CBF Share plus Bread and Egg Option plus a rotating variety of local
cheeses, Scott Farm apples, State Line Farm maple syrup, Butterworks yogurt, Vermont Soy products,
Berle Farm cheese, yogurt, jam, and more!
